EASTERN CAPE: Cloudy and cool along the coast with 
showers at first, otherwise partly cloudy and warm. 
The wind along the coast will be moderate easterly. 
Cloudy and cool with showers. The wind along the 
coast will be moderate south-easterly.  
KWAZULU-NATAL: Cloudy and cool with widespread 
showers and thundershowers but scattered in the 
south. It will be warm in the north east. The wind along 
the coast will be moderate to fresh southerly to south-
westerly. Expected UVB sunburn index: Low
